RESPONSIBILITIES OF INDIVIDUALS ENGAGED IN RESEARCH

INVOLVING HUMAN SUBJECTS AT UTSA
In order to protect the rights and welfare of human beings participating in research, all individuals engaged in research involving human subjects are responsible for:

1)  Protecting the rights and welfare of research participants associated with the study.

2)  Understanding the ethical standards and regulatory requirements governing research activities and complying with all applicable human research and privacy regulations and the provisions of UTSA’s Assurance.

3) Ensuring that no portion of the research that involves a human subject is started without prior written approval from the Institutional Review Board (IRB).

4) Maintaining written records of IRB reviews and decisions for a minimum of three years after the research is completed.
5) Obtaining the informed consent of subjects before the subject is involved in the research, and providing a copy of the IRB approved informed consent document to each subject at the time of consent, unless the IRB has specifically waived these requirements.  
6) Using the currently approved (stamped by the IRB) consent form in studies where consent forms are required. 

7) Maintaining all signed consent documents in a secure and confidential manner for a minimum of three years.
8) Reporting proposed changes in previously approved human subject activities to the IRB.  The proposed changes are not to be initiated without prior approval, except where necessary to eliminate apparent immediate dangers to subjects or others.  

9) Monitoring deadlines and submitting a fully completed Progress Report to the IRB prior to expiration of study approval. 
10) Ensuring confidentiality and security of all information obtained from and about human subjects.

11) Submitting a final report when the study is complete or terminated.

12) Promptly reporting to the IRB (and other applicable agencies or institutions) any unanticipated problems involving risk to subjects or others. [image: image1.png]
